Resources’ funding
What type of resources is COGG interested in?
COGG is interested in resources relating to the learning/ teaching of Irish or to education through Irish, at primary and post-primary level.
How much funding will be available for this scheme?
That depends on COGG’s budget and on the standard of the applications.

Who can apply for COGG’s funding?
Individuals, groups, and companies can apply for COGG’s funding.
How much funding will be available to each applicant?
There is no particular amount as it depends on the educational value of the resource. On occasions COGG will provide full funding, but on other occasions, part funding will be offered or the application may be rejected. The final decision will be made by COGG’s board.

What is the final date for applications?

No applications will be accepted after 4pm on Wednesday 25 March 2015.
How are the applications assessed?
The applications are categorised and an expert panel, independent of COGG, is appointed for every category. The applications are assessed individually by each member of the panel, and then a meeting of the panel is convened to agree on which resources to recommend according to the criteria.
The applications and the panel’s recommendation are put before a COGG subcommittee and the subcommittee’s recommendation goes before the board for final decision. 
The board’s decision is final.
When will the result of the process be announced?
Every applicant will be notified in early May.
COGG criteria: funding for teaching or learning resources
Questions to consider:

1. Will the proposed resource support the teaching/learning of Irish or through Irish?
2. Does a resource of this kind already exist?
3. Is there a gap in the marked for the resource?

4. Is there a demand for the resource?

5. Is the resource suitable for the target market noted in the application?
6. Is this a resource that will continue to hold pupils’ interest and survive wear and tear?

7. Is the resource specifically aimed at pupils or does the producer have another market that does not comply completely with COGG’s functions?

8. Does the application represent value for money?

9. Does the applicant have a marketing/ distribution plan?
10. What is the project’s timescale?
